The first annual Tuttle Lecture is being held to honor the 
forthcoming retirement of KU American Studies Professor 
Bill Tuttle for his 40 years of academic excellence in  
research and teaching, as well as his service to both the 
University and the Lawrence community.  Prof. Tuttle has 

taught students about recent American history, race relations, and the social 
movements of the 1960s for more than four decades. Tuttle is the author of 
several books, including Daddy's Gone to War: The Second World War in the

and co-author of A People & A Nation.

 About… 
 Leon Litwack 

Leon F. Litwack is the Alexander F. and May T.  
Morrison Professor of History Emeritus at the University 
of California at Berkeley where he taught from 1964 until 
his retirement in 2007.  He gave his final lecture as a  
professor, “Fight the Power,” on Monday, May 7, 2007.   

 
Litwack is the 1980 winner of the Pulitzer Prize for history for his book Been 
In the Storm So Long: The Aftermath of Slavery.  Among his many books are 
The American Labor Movement, North of Slavery: The Negro in the Free 
States, Black Leaders of the Nineteenth Century, and Trouble in Mind: Black  
Southerners in the Age of Jim Crow.  Litwack is also a General Editor of The 
Harvard Guide to African American History. 
 
In 1971, he produced a film, To Look for America: From Hiroshima to  
Woodstock.  Litwack also collaborated in producing a record, Jailhouse 
Blues: Women’s A Capella Songs from the Parchman Penitentiary.  He has 
also consulted on a number of historical films.  Litwack has also performed 
as an actor in Marc Blitzstein's "The Cradle Will Rock," a musical  drama on 
the American  labor movement, first produced in 1937, and revived in  
October 2005 by the University of California Department of Theater, Dance, 
and Performance Studies. 
 
He has been the recipient of three Distinguished Teaching Awards at  
Berkeley. In 1986-87 he was President of the Organization of American  
Historians, in 1987 he was elected to the American Academy of Arts and 
Sciences, and in 2008 he is president of the Southern Historical Association. 
 
Litwack has also taught at the University of Wisconsin, Madison; and as a 
guest lecturer at the University of Mississippi, the University of South  
Carolina, Louisiana State University, Moscow State University, Beijing  
University, the University of Helsinki, and the University of Sydney. 
 
He received his Bachelor’s of Arts, Masters, and Ph D from the University of  
California, Berkeley.  Litwack served in the U.S. Army from 1953 to 1955.
